Vacant Housing Stock Update.


Mr. Joe McLoughlin, Director of Services issued the members with a detailed report on housing for the quarter ended June 2015.  He noted that currently there are 1,146 people on the Council’s waiting list with 35 applicants turning down properties in the first six months of the year.  Mr. McLoughlin informed the members that the figures suggest that applicants on the waiting list seem happy to be homed in the private sector via the rent supplement scheme.  He stated that an offer of a dwelling is deemed reasonable when the dwelling is considered suitable for the needs of the applicant in an area of their own choosing.  


He stated that the local authority is still on course to match, if not better, the number of people re-housed in local authority housing this year compared to last year.  He noted that two refusals are allowed before the applicant loses his/her right to rent supplement.  He noted that in the first six months of this year Cavan County Council made 133 offers to waiting list applicants compared to 198 in 2014.  


He stated that so far this year 85 successful applicants have moved into their homes compared to 160 in 2014.  He stated that 41 houses have been vacated so far this year, 19 between April and July of this year including 3 of which saw the occupants abandon the premises, 7 deaths, 17 surrendered back to the Council, 13 transfers and 1 other.  He noted that presently 82 dwellings remain vacant in the County.

Noted.  Councillor S. Smith proposed that the Council write to the MEP’s asking them to seek funding in Europe to install sewerage schemes in rural towns and villages.  This was seconded by Councillor J.P. Feeley.

Noted. Councillor J.P. Feeley stated that it was regrettable that Accord, a Catholic Church run agency that offers marriage preparation courses and counselling services has lost €378,000 in state funding for 2015.


Mast at Mullagh Garda Station.


Councillor S.P. O’Reilly asked the Executive if a reply had been received from An Bord Pleanala in relation to the mast at Mullagh Garda Station.



Mr. John Brannigan, Director of Services informed the meeting that a report had been received from An Bord Pleanala stating The Planning & Development Regulations 2001, in Part 9 provides a list of specific developments by or on behalf of the State authorities where the provision of the Act shall not apply.  It states that in accordance with Section 181(1)(a) of the Act, the provisions of the Act shall not apply to the following classes of development:-


Development consisting the provisions of – (i) Garda Stations or other buildings, or premises or installations, or other structures or facilities, used for the purposes of or in connection with the operations of An Garda Siochana.  The report received from An Bord Pleanala states that the development is exempt.  


Councillor S.P. O’Reilly stated that the decision was further evidence of dumping on rural Ireland and he asked the executive to make enquiries into the holding of an Oral hearing on the decision or failing that, bring the matter to Europe.



Mr. John Brannigan, Director of Services stated that he would have the report inspected by the Planning Section before any further action would be taken.



Councillor P. Smith asked the members to complete the AILG survey given to them and return to Elaine McGinn by end of meeting.



Councillor P. Smith informed the members that the Taste of Cavan takes place on 7th and 8th August and all members are asked to put their names forward as a volunteer over the two day period.

Members’ Items deferred from June Meeting.
3.
“Calling on Cavan County Council to do all in its power to work with, support and protect small to medium businesses around the county to prevent devastating closures such as J&L Stores in Bailieborough.
Councillor N. Smyth stated that J&L Stores a family run business in Bailieborough had closed its doors after more than 27 years in business.  She stated that the hardware store was part of the Arro group and employed up to 10 people in the town.  She stated that the closure of this business will leave a huge void on the Main Street in Bailieborough.  She stated that down through the years J&L stores had a positive impact on the town and played a pivotal role in providing jobs.  She noted that J&L Stores had yielded somewhere in the region of €130,000 in rates and levies for the local authority during its time in business.  
Councillor Smith was of the opinion that the staff at J&L Stores deserved the same quick response and support as those staff devastated by the closure of Clery’s Store on O’Connell Street, Dublin. She stated that a mechanism needs to be put in place to help business people navigate through their financial difficulty.  She complimented Mr. Des Maguire on his work and his help in meeting with rate payers throughout the county.  She also noted that Social Welfare were less than helpful in supporting those who had lost their jobs with J&L.  
Councillor N. Smyth called on Cavan County Council to do all in its power to work with, support and protect small to medium businesses around the county to prevent further closures of businesses.

Councillor P. O’Reilly stated that when Clery’s Department Store closed its door it got huge media publication but when businesses close in rural Ireland they get no attention.  He stated that the same attention should be given to all parts of the country.

All members in the Bailieborough Cootehill area supported the motion.

Mr. Eoin Doyle, Director of Services noted the comments made by Councillor N. Smyth and stated that they are recognised by the Council.  He stated that the Head of Finance and the Council will, as they have done in the past, continue to work and support businesses wherever possible.  He noted that the rates adopted by Cavan County Council are one of the lowest in the country.
Members’ Items July Meeting.
13. Job losses at Liberty Insurance

14. Job losses at Liberty Insurance

17. “That Cavan County Council calls on the IDA and Enterprise Ireland to set out their proposals to support job creation in the County in view to the recent announcement at Liberty Insurance”.


Councillor F. Curtin stated that the recent news by Liberty Insurance to cut 270 jobs at its office in Cavan, Enniskillen and Blanchardstown has come as a terrible blow to staff at Liberty Insurance and their families.  He noted that the jobs will be phased out over the next 18 months as the company seeks voluntary redundancies.  He stated that these cuts seem to have come out of the blue and have come about as a result of the company’s decision to withdraw from the British motor insurance market.  He stated that in 2011 when the sale of Quinn Insurance to Liberty Insurance was concluded Liberty stated that the jobs would be secure.  This now leaves the remaining staff at Liberty Insurance uncertain of what the future holds for them.

Councillor S. Smith endorsed Councillor Curtin’s comments.  He stated that Quinn Insurance had been an extremely important and major employer in Cavan since mid-1990.  He noted that it is proposed to move the claims section of Liberty Insurance in Cavan to Blanchardstown.  He stated that this may not be practicable for some employees who have families in Cavan.  He stated that it is now rumoured that one of the buildings in Cavan will close and be rented out.  Councillor Smith called on the CEO of Liberty Insurance to reconsider his plan.  He asked that Cavan County Council write to the Minister of Jobs and the Minister for Social Protection to engage with Liberty Insurance.

Councillor J.P. Feeley stated that he was disappointed at the further job losses in Liberty Insurance.  He stated that the reduction in employment numbers and the uncertain future of those employees is a source of uncertainty and anxiety for all.  He stated that the relevant state agencies must step up to assist in every way possible.  He stated that it is imperative that the IDA, Enterprise Ireland and Minister for Jobs come to Cavan to set out what actions they propose to take to assist those facing redundancy and provide opportunities for job creation in County Cavan.  He noted that already Vincent Reynolds, Head of Enterprise, Cavan LEO and Eoin Doyle, Director of Services had met with the Chief Executive of Liberty, Tom McIlduff and his colleague Dominic Finlay.  

Councillor N. Smyth stated that this was a further indictment of job prosperity in Co. Cavan.  She stated that in some cases there are couples in a household about to lose their jobs.


Councillor E. Greenan stated that the loss of jobs at Liberty Insurance reaches every corner of the County.  He stated that Quinn Insurance employed over 2,000 staff at the height of the boom.  He stated that Liberty Insurance promised in 2011 that all jobs would remain.  Councillor Greenan supported the proposal to contact Enterprise Ireland and the IDA in relation to same.


Councillor C. Kelly proposed that the Council write to the CEO of Liberty Insurance seeking a meeting with him, the IDA, Enterprise Ireland members of the executive of Cavan County Council and the three party whips.  This was seconded by Councillor J.P. Feeley.


Councillors M. Argue, P. McVitty and P. O’Reilly also supported the motion. 

Mr. Eoin Doyle, Director of Services stated that the loss of 115 jobs is a major blow to County Cavan.  Mr. Doyle stated that Mr. Ger Finn, Chief Executive, Cavan County Council, Mr. Vincent Reynolds, Head of Enterprise and himself met with Mr. Tom McIlduff, CEO, Liberty Insurance and local management to discuss the loss of jobs.  He stated that they were advised that the recent decision to cut jobs was strategic and to make the business more sustainable.  He stated that they spoke highly of the role Cavan has to play in their strategy.
4.
Local Property Tax rate 2016


Councillor E. Greenan stated that last year Cavan County Council did not reduce its local property tax and he is asking that a reduction be made this year.  He noted that €4.5 million had been taken from the local economy due to local property tax.  He stated that in order to seek a reduction the Council need to see what money is coming from the Government.  Councillor Greenan proposed that the Council write to Minister Kelly to seek a meeting with him and the members of Cavan County Council in order to discuss the Local Government Fund income for Cavan County Council for the coming here.  He stated that he has concern as to how the members can deal with the Local Property Tax without knowing the level of income the Council will receive from the Department. 

Councillor J.P. Feeley stated that he is concerned about the fact that people on the streets perceive Cavan County Council to be better off as a result of the local property tax when it fact there is nothing further from the truth.  Councillor Feeley stated that bigger counties like Sligo and Donegal who had spent well beyond their means and struggled to balance budgets still managed to offer a reduction in Local Property Tax for their citizens.  He stated that it is important that the members have an informative debate to look at all options available to them.  He stated that getting relevant information from the Department would be more than welcome.

Councillor C. Kelly stated that the public paying Local Property Tax were unaware that a large amount of this money left the County.


Mr. G. Finn, Chief Executive stated that the Council will contact the Department to request as much information as possible before the Local Property Tax meeting in September.

5.
Harmonization of Commercial Rates in 2016


Councillor E. Greenan suggested that the harmonisation of rates between Cavan urban and the rest of the County could allow for the County town to become more competitive in terms of attracting business.  He noted that over the years we have seen more benefits on the edge of the town and it is important to try and be able to keep our County town centre alive as best we can.  He stated that it was important to try and incentivise town centre business which could see a revenue increase with more rates being paid if more businesses were to set up.  He asked that the Head of Finance draft a report on reducing rates.

Councillor P. McDonald supported the motion stating that rates should be based on profit not on floor space.


Councillor J.P. Feeley was of the opinion that any quick solution to bringing urban rates in line with the rest of the county could have a big impact on Council incomes going forward.

Mr. Ger Finn, Chief Executive informed the meeting that the loss of any income to the Council would have to be accounted for elsewhere in the budget stating that at some stage the cost of rates in the county will rise.   He stated that the decision as to whether the harmonisation of rates will be spread over a 10 year period or sooner will be taken at a later stage.

6.
Validated parking in Cavan town


Councillor Greenan stated that most of the town currently has a pay parking system in place and the possibility of Tesco’s planning application with 235 free additional car parking spaces will pull consumers away from the town centre.  He stated that the Council need to act to keep business in the town centre and suggested that the Council implement a validated parking system in the multi storey car park in the town.  Councillor Greenan suggested that the Council would allow those who spent over a certain amount of money in the town get free parking when they produced their receipt. Councillor Greenan stated that he would like to see this implemented on a trial period of three months as it would be an added benefit for the consumers and business people in the town.

Councillor P. McDonald supported the motion.


Mr. Joe McLoughlin, Director of Services stated that he could see merit in the proposal and suggested that he would arrange for a member of staff to liaise with Councillor Greenan on the matter.
7.
That Cavan County Council together with the Local Enterprise Office identify a location and advance the construction of an advance factory for the county.


Councillor W. Bennett called on Cavan County Council and Enterprise Ireland to identify locations for the construction of advance factories in County Cavan.  He stated that he met with an entrepreneur recently who failed to set up business in Cavan due to the fact that there was no suitable premises available to him.


Councillor N. Connell supported the motion.


Councillor P. McVitty noted that there are units currently lying vacant in Ballyconnell which are only a few years built.


Mr. Eoin Doyle, Director of Services stated that the Council had success with the establishment of a factory in Cootehill and is readily on the look out to add industry and enterprise to the County.  Mr. Doyle stated that advance construction is linked to finance and grant aid and currently there is no grant aid available.  

Mr. G. Ginn, Chief Executive stated that the Council had been told that a lot of industrial space available in the county was not suitable for office type industry and stated that this could also be said when manufacturing companies came looking with no dedicated sites developed. He stated that the Council are in discussion with the IDA.
8.
That Cavan County Council identify vacant properties especially in town centres suitable for residential accommodation and review the Development Contribution Scheme to incentivise the regeneration of these properties.


Councillor W. Bennett noted that there are a number of vacant properties especially in town centres left idle and becoming an eyesore.  He called on the Council to identify these vacant properties which may be suitable for rented accommodation and review the Development Contribution Scheme to incentivise the regeneration of these properties.


Councillor N. Smyth supported the motion stating that this would be a good way of invigorating our main streets. 

Councillor P. O’Reilly stated that there should be a tax incentive introduced to attract people who own properties on Main Streets to rent them.


Councillor C. Kelly stated that the Urban Renewal Scheme should be re-introduced.


Mr. G. Ginn, Chief Executive stated that the Council will look at practices around the country and come up with a proposal.  

9.
That paper bins be reinstated at Centra Supermarket, Belturbet.


Councillor P. McVitty stated that he raised the issue of paper bins at Centre Supermaket already at the Municipal District meeting and he is now calling on Cavan County Council to reinstate the paper bins at Centra Supermarket, Belturbet or at another suitable location.  He stated that people who vandalise these bins should not make others suffer and be let away with it.  


Councillor S. Smith supported the motion.


Mr. John Brannigan, Director of Services stated that there are 30 bring sites in the County, 11 of which are paper recycling.  He stated that it costs €3,000 per annum to operate these sites and a further €3,000 to clean up the site after abuse of paper bins.  He stated that the Council are continually researching to see what new bins are available but currently the Council are not in a position to re-instate the paper bins at Centra, Belturbet.
10.That this Council urge the Minister for Finance to set up a Farmers’ Bank.


Councillor P. O’Reilly proposed that Cavan County Council write to the Minister for Finance to introduce a bank which will concentrate its lending to the farming community.  He stated that farmers continue to have difficulty accessing finance at a reasonable rate over a long-term period.  Councillor O’Reilly suggested that a similar structure to the Agricultural Credit Corporation be established that dealt only with loans to the agricultural sector.

Councillor F. Curtin supported the motion.  He stated that at least 85% of all farm expenditure is spent within 25km of their holding gate.  He stated that the sector is hugely important to the local economies that these farms are in.

Councillor S. Smith suggested that the Council write to farming organisations such as the IFA, ICMSA and Macra to get their views on the establishment of a farmers’ bank.  Councillor Smith stated that the farmers need a bank that sees farming as the investment for the future it is and not as a liability.

Councillors W. Bennett and J.P. Feeley supported the motion.


Councillor P. McVitty thanked the Council for unveiling “The Crossing Point” an abstract steel sculpture in the Market Square, Ballyconnell on 25th June 2015.  He stated that the sculpture is a bridge and water highlighting Ballyconnell’s historical importance in the crossing of the river. 

Councillor N. Smyth congratulated the Council on unveiling new public artworks in Cootehill and Redhills.  Councillor Smyth noted that public artworks are hugely important and add to the artistic fabric of a community.


All members expressed their thanks and good wishes to Mr. John Brannigan, A/Director of Services on being appointed Director of Services with Longford County Council.  They noted that Mr. Brannigan is a diligent worker and made a positive contribution during his time with Cavan County Council.  


Mr. Ger Finn, Chief Executive thanked Mr. Brannigan for his contribution to the organisation and wished him well in his new position.
