Mr. Tommy Ryan, Chief Executive welcomed all to the meeting.  Mr. Ryan welcomed the six new Councillors to the Chamber along with those who were re-elected.  Mr. Ryan commiserated with those who lost their seats and wished the three Councillors who retired well in their retirement. Mr. Ryan stated that the next five years are important years in the life of Cavan through political and community leadership along with the Executive of Cavan County Council.  Mr. Ryan stated that he is looking forward to working with the members over the next five years.

Declaration of persons duly elected as members of Cavan County Council (Local Government Act 2001 (as amended), Schedule 10 – Section 4(1))
Ms. Lynda McGavigan, Meetings Administrator read into the record the names of the persons elected as members of Cavan County Council on 24th May, 2019.

To elect a Cathaoirleach for the coming year (Local Government Act 2001 (as amended), Section 36)
It was proposed by Councillor J.P. Feeley and seconded by Councillor P. Brady that Councillor S.P. O’Reilly be elected Cathaoirleach for the coming year. 
It was proposed by Councillor P. McVitty and seconded by Councillor M. Argue that Councillor C. Brady be elected Cathaoirleach for the coming year.

As there were two nominations for the position of Cathaoirleach a vote was taken by roll call.  10 voted for Councillor S.P. O’Reilly to be the incoming Cathaoirleach, 7 voted for Councillor C. Brady to be the incoming Cathaoirleach and one abstained.  Councillor S.P. O’Reilly was elected Cathaoirleach for the coming year.

Councillor S.P. O’Reilly stated that it was a humbling experience to be put forward for the role by his party colleagues. Councillor S.P. O’Reilly stated that it is also a special day for his family and paid tribute to those who voted for him in the Ballyjamesduff Municipal District Area.  Councillor S.P. O’Reilly thanked Councillor M. Argue who carried out her duties as Cathaoirleach over the last twelve months with distinction.  Councillor S.P. O’Reilly welcomed the new members to the Chamber, wished those who had retired years of health and happiness and commiserated with those Councillors who lost their seats.

The members in turn congratulated Councillor O’Reilly on his new role as Cathaoirleach of Cavan County Council.

Mr. Tommy Ryan, Chief Executive stated that he looked forward to working with the new Cathaoirleach Councillor S.P. O’Reilly and the newly elected Council to improve Cavan as a place to live, work and invest.

To elect a Leas Cathaoirleach for the coming year (Local Government Act 2001 (as amended), Section 36)
It was proposed by Councillor S. Smith and seconded by Councillor J.P. Feeley that Councillor P. Walsh be elected Leas Cathaoirleach for the coming year.  As there was no other nomination Councillor P. Walsh was deemed elected for the coming year.

Councillor P. Walsh thanked the members for electing her Leas Cathaoirleach for the coming year and stated that she was delighted to be back in the Chamber.

It was proposed by Councillor J.P. Feeley and seconded by Councillor P. Brady that Councillors J.P. Feeley, S. Smith and P. Brady be elected as Chairs designate.  Councillors J.P. Feeley stated that a new scheme is due to be put in place in relation to SPCs where the members will be seeking a fifth SPC Committee.  Councillor Feeley stated that if a fifth SPC Committee is put in place he is proposing Councillor C. Kelly for Chair and this was seconded by Councillor P. Brady.

It was proposed by Councillor P. McVitty and seconded by Councillor M. Argue that Councillor
V. Smith be elected Chair designate for the Strategic Policy Committees.


Mr. Tommy Ryan, Chief Executive stated that Cavan County Council is obliged to comply with the SPC guidelines under Section 133 of the Local Government Act.  He stated that all local authorities similar in size to Cavan County Council are made up of 4 SPC’s and going from the number of meetings held last year there is nothing to suggest that the 4 SPC’s are not able to deliver.
